Instructions:

Steel Safer Sidearms may be purchased with a 1%%2” Schedule 40 steel pipe. If this is

the case, simply remove the bolt, insert the 1%%” pipe, line up the holes, insert the bolt and tighten the
nut. Do not overtighten the nut, you may compress the sleeve and be unable to remove the 1% pipe
later.

Mounting the Safer Sidearm is simple: Make sure that the clamp is at the top of the fixture. Position
the Steel Safer Sidearm on the vertical pipe, close the flap of the clamp, place the bolt in the cradle of
the flap and tighten the nut. If you need to place another Safer Sidearm directly across from the one
you just placed, insert the flap of the second Safer Sidearm through the opening between the vertical
pipe and the first Safer Sidearm and mount as before. Add your equipment and adjust as needed.

Steel Safer Sidearms are sold with or without a 172" Schedule 40 steel pipe used for the horizontal. If
you supply your own pipe, you will cut it to the length you need and drill the mounting hole.
